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Activity 2: Quick-fire vocab practice

Display slide 6 on the board.
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e Game I: Teacher points to an image and says the name of an item of clothing. Students
stand up if it is the correct French word (e.g. point at skirt and say “une jupe”) and sit
down if it is incorrect (e.g. point at skirt and say “une cravate”)

e Game 2: Splat — Divide the class into two teams. Have one student from each team
come to the front. Call out an item of vocabulary - first student to tap the image on the
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screen wins a point for their team.
e Game 3: Bingo — Ask students to write down 5 vocab items. Teacher reads vocab list.

First student to cross off their five items shouts Bingo!
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Activity 3: Adjective agreement

Display slide 7 on the board. Review adjective agreement and position with students.

Battleships for Practice (slide 8 if you want to model for the class)

Each student needs a
battleships grid (printed or
drawn on a mini whiteboard)
and a pen

Step 1: Hide the points

Without showing their partner,
students secretly place points
on their own grid:

1 x 100 points

«2 x 50 points

e4 x 20 points

5 x 10 points

Students take turns to call out a square by saying an item of clothing with a colour in French.

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Each square on the grid corresponds to a phrase:
e The first square on the top row = un sac @ main bleu
o The last square on the bottom row = des lunettes blanches

(Use the agreed order of clothing items and colours to match the grid.)

Step 3: Hit or miss

« If the partner has points hidden in that square, it's a hit and the student wins those
points.

o If the square is empty, it's a miss and no points are scored.

Players continue taking turns until all the points have been found. The student with the highest
total score wins.

Activity 4: Guess Who?!
Display the “Who is it?” slides to the class. (Slides 9-13)
Step 1: Listen and eliminate

The teacher reads the description on the slide one sentence at a time, pausing after each
sentence to give students time to:

e Think carefully

Step 2: Continue the description

Each complete description is
read out in full. There are five
descriptions in total.

Students continue eliminating
characters until they believe
they know who is being
described.

Optional extension: Speaking activity
